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The first white marlin release of 2025 has arrived. Angler Hannah Melvin released Ocean City’s prized fish at 7:25 a.m. on Saturday, June
14th. Hannah was fishing aboard the “Wrecker” with Captain Bobby Lavton and mates Zach Little and Cody Smith, and fellow anglers
Miranda McKay, Cierra Hood, Megan Humphrey, Suzanne Kennedy, and Tavlor Sears. Hannah is the first lady angler to release the first
white marlin in Ocean City in 20 years. The crew was trolling the W a-;hlnglﬂn Cam on for tuna, for Tuna and Tlaraa when the marlin came
in on a spreader bar. Soon after, the fish fell back to the long rigger, and the fish was hooked up. An hour after Hannah's release, the
Wrecker had another bite from a marlin but was unsuccessful in hooking it up. Alongside Lhmr big catch, the crew also boated five
yellowfin, Congratulations to Hannah and the “Wrecker” for releasing the first of many white marlin in 2025.
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On the “Reel OPPORT-TUNA-TY’s” first charter of the season, Steve
Szymanski, of MD, Andrew Kelnhofer, of VA, Jack and Curt Girouard,
of MD/IL, and Nick and Tim Joseph, from VA, found some yellow-
fin tuna. They went out in the Washington with Capt. Ken and Capt.
Adam along with mate Noah Fowler.
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While fishing in heavy fog from the OC Inlet to Washington Canyon,
Anglers Arde D’ Amico and Mark Gross on “Faze Four” with Captain
Mike Berkhiemer and mate Nate Berkhiemer caught this Yellowfin.

D’ Amico claims he saw lots of life in Washington, including half a doz-
en sharks, two marlin, pilot whales, and even porpoises.

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This past week in Ocean city
brought windy conditions
with scattered storms
especially near the end of the
week which made venturing
offshore a little tough. The
back bays and inlets continue
to improve providing anglers
with a plethora of different
species to be caught. Many
of these fish are undersized
and must be thrown back, but
larger flounder are starting
to arrive just in time for our
summer expansion of tourism.
The deeper nearshore wrecks
are still holding some big
sea bass however the ratio is
about 13 throwback to every
keeper.

Nearshore Wrecks and

The nearshore wrecks are
beginning to hold larger
flounder on the down current
side. Sea bass is made up of
tons of undersized fish along
with a few keepers. Metal jigs
as well as locally made sea
bass jigs are accounting for
many of the keeper fish being

caught. Targeting deeper
water as well as smaller lesser
known wrecks is also a good
decision at this time of the year.
“Fin Chaser Sportfishing”
headed out last week with the
crew from Technical Solution
Specialist from Pine Grove,
PA. With relatively calm seas
the group was able to land
several keeper bass. The crew
made about ten moves due to
them running out of keepers
with Murph even landing a
big 22.5 inch bass to win the
pool. Kevin McNelis went out
with his dad and stated that
the wrecks did not disappoint,
providing them with over 40
flounder. They only kept 4
with the biggest being around
20 inches. They also caught
their first triggerfish of the
year. The “Ocean Princess”
had a few good trips with
clients hooking fish after fish
and bringing home enough
keepers for a good fish fry.
A few big flounder were
also found on the nearshore
wrecks. The “Morning Star”
had a good week on their full
day trips with anglers bringing
home coolers full of tasty black
sea bass. Despite unfavorable

weather throughout the week,
the crew managed to find the
windows between storms to
put Thor anglers on the fish.
The “ Angler Headboat” found
a few nice weather days and
returned to the docks with
some big sea bass along with
a few flounder. “Bad Wind
Charters” said the bite seems
to be getting stronger with
larger fluke being caught each
day. A few of his trips even
finished with limits of the
tasty flatfish. “Double Trouble
Charters” checked off all the
species boxes this past week
catching blues, bass, flounder,
rosefish, and tiles. Captain
DJ Churchill stated between
the offshore wrecks and the
inshore one the fishing is really
heating up. Bahia Marina
reports the “Miss Kathleen”
had plenty of success despite
not finding any limits. The
anglers returned to the dock
with more than a few dinners
loaded in the coolers.

John Foreman of “Bottom
Bouncer Fishing” took a
group out targeting sharks
and landed a big sand tiger
during one of his 3 hour trips

last week.

Back Bays and Inlets

The back bays and inlet waters
have warmed considerably
with more fish arriving
daily. Anglers are finding a
lot more strike when fishing
the main channels and inlet
areas. Many of these fish are
still undersized but provide
anglers with steady action.
Craig Cropper and Nature
Boy fished the RT 50 Bridge
catching a nice 32 inch redfish
along with a few nice bluefish.
“Miss OC Fishing “ had
several good trips last week
and although the keepers
were hard to come by, the
sheer number of bites kept the
angler busy all trip long. Levi
Dunlap fished the inlet and
caught a nice 29 inch rockfish.
After fileting the fish, he found
14 juvenile flounder in the
fish’s stomach. Rockfish eat all
sorts of small fish however this
one seems to really like baby
fluke. Baitwatch Fishing had
a nice mix of fish on their trip
catching their first weakfish of
the season along with a couple
flounder. Brandon Miller
caught another limit of fluke
in the back bays including a
dandy 25”7, 6.7 pound flounder.
Greg Allen fished the bays of
OC and was rewarded with
more small rockfish then he
could count. He also caught
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a nice sheepshead and a few
Tautog. The “Miss Ocean
City” reports anglers are
catching lots of fish with an
occasional keeper thrown in
to delight anglers. The “Bay
Bee” also had several good
trips catching loads of fish
including some keepers. The
said they’re looking forward
to the crowds coming to town
for the air show. Their big fish
of the week was a nice 21.4
inch doormat caught by John.

Surf Fishing

Assateague Island has
slowed with many anglers
only finding sharks and rays
willing to bite their line.
Anglers should change to
a kingfish rig to target the
smaller spot and kingfish that
are arriving in our waters.

How Coastal Fisherman 2025, Coastal Fisherman entered
Came to Be with Dale a new chapter under publisher
Timmons Dave Messick, founder of

Since 1976, Coastal Fisherman
has been more than just a weekly
newspaper — it's been a trusted
source for fishing reports,
a snapshot of Ocean City’s
charter docks, and a community
connection point for nearly five
decades.

Founded by Dale Timmons, the
paper started as a simple effort
to document local fishing life
with stories, reports, and photos
— and quickly became a must-
read for anglers, captains, and
anyone drawn to the water.

Timmons ran the paper for over
20 years before handing it off
in 2005 to longtime contributor
Larry Jock, who later passed
it on to Larry Budd. In spring

Unscene Productions. With a
background in production and a
passion for local stories, Messick
brings new energy while
staying rooted in the legacy that
Timmons began.

Before looking forward, I caught
up with Dale to talk about the
early days — and how a kitchen-
table operation turned into a
lasting part of Ocean City’s
history.

Q: What do you remember
most about putting together
those first few issues of Coastal
Fisherman?

A: Well, I remember I really
didn’t know what I was doing
to start with, and it was always

hectic. It took longer to do a
20-page paper then than it
does to do a 100-page paper
now, primarily because of the
technology — we didn’t have
any, really... We were working
out of our home, and every
Sunday night it would be laid
out on the kitchen table. All the
flats, of course. There was no
nothing, no computer. It was
quite a while after that that we
stopped using flats and did it all,
uploading it from the computer.

Q: Did you think the paper
would last when you first
started?

A: T had no idea. I was just
worried about it lasting through
that first summer, really. I mean,
like you, all I had was an idea.
You're trying to sell it, you know
— it's a tough nut to crack,
especially since there were so
many publications.

Q: What gave you the idea to
start your own paper?

A: Well, T had done work
for some of those other
publications. I had done fishing
reports, and in fact, the first
thing I ever did for a paper was
for the old Beachcomber, and 1
wrote a fishing column. A friend
of mine was working there as a
reporter, and I told him I could
write a fishing column. That’s
what I ended up doing... One
of the reasons I started it was
that I thought I was going to
be able to get paid for going
tishing. It didn’t work out that
way, because wusually I was
working while everybody else
was fishing.

Q: What was the Ocean City
fishing scene like in the "70s
when you were just getting

started with the paper?
A: Well, it was primarily
concentrated in downtown

Ocean City because there was
no Sunset Marina or Ocean City
Fishing Center in those days...
Fishing was competitive, but

www.coastalfisherman.net
it was more limited. The big
tournament in the early '70s

was the Marlin Club Labor Day
tournament.

Q: Is there a story or moment
that really stands out to you
from your time running the

paper?

A: I remember one time a kid
caught a swordfish in the surf
— that was pretty memorable.
That was at Indian River. I drove
all the way up there to take his
picture.

Q: You wrote a short story series
called Fishing With Ben Sykes.
What inspired that character?

A: So Ben Sykes — that’s all
fictional stories. Some of them
are based on the truth, but
mostly fiction. I came up with
the character, and in the first
one I wrote, he was just called
“the man.” I thought, well, I
need to come up with a name
for this guy if I'm going to do
it. And I said, “Well, it’s all BS
anyway,” so that’s where Ben
Sykes started.

Q: Do you remember how
the Ocean City community
responded when the paper first
launched?

A: Not really. I remember Hale
Harrison — Iwent to high school
with him — he said, “Now I'm
going to take this back page
and have it as long as I want it.”
That was him telling me that it
was going to survive, basically.
I tell people that without Hale
Harrison, there wouldn’t have
been a Coastal Fisherman.

Q: What's it like knowing that
the paper still comes out every
week all these years later?

A: It's nice to know that
something 1 started is still
surviving.

Q: What did you enjoy most
about writing and running the
paper?

A: I met alot of people and, you
know, made a lot of friends —
which was the best thing about
it. And I learned so much. I
learned about fishing and about
people and about techniques
that I didn’t really know about
when [ started.
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Layton Boats

. Ocean City's first white marlin of
the 1976 season was caught June 10 by
veteran angler Reese Layton while

b fishing aboard the “Captain Talbot™
with captain Dale Brown.

“It was the damndest fish I ever
saw. I've never spent that much time on
a white. If it hadn't been the first of the
year, | would have cut him off and
forgot the whole thing,” Layton said
afterwards.

Layton, who said he has probably
caught “three or four hundred” marlin,
was referring to the unusual circumstances
surrounding this year’s first. According
to Captain Dale Brown, the 75-pound
fish apparently took the bait in his
mouth, but then “threw™ the hook and
it caught him in the back just under the
dorsal fin. Foul-hooked, the fish was
much harder to control,

“He ran off all the line from the
first reel, and we tied on the second rod
and threw the first one overboard. We
damn near never got the first rod back.™
Layton said. “I’ve never spent much
more than 10 minutes on a white, and

'S thiz one took 40.”

The fish was taken in the Norfolk
Canyen southeast of Ocean City on a
trolled squid. It was six feet, ten inches

. long.

For Layton, who has been fishing

Ocean Cily waters “since the inlet broke

through,” and for Brown, a charter boat

captain for many years, catching the first

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Getting the Kids
Involved: Family Surf
Fishing at Assateague

When it comes to fishing
with kids, surf fishing can
be one of the most forgiving
and rewarding experiences
out there. It's easy to stay
patient when there’s so
much fun to be had —and
Assateague’s OSV (Over-
Sand Vehicle) zone never
seems to disappoint. Shell
hunting, digging for sand
crabs, exploring the dunes,
and playing in the surf
usually keep the kids more
entertained than any beach
toys—especially between
bites. For us, it’s usually
a full family affair, often

Setting Up and Staying
Safe

When we arrive, the first
thing out of the truck is
usually the sand spikes
and rods. Skylar’s oldest

mmdful of the hooks. We
always keep loose hooks
stored safely out of reach
or in a closed container. If
hooks are on rods in the
holders, they should be
reeled up above eye level —
ideally higher than the
tallest person in the group.
As with any fishing, it's
critical to be aware of your
surroundings when casting.
But with all the excitement,
kids often follow you down
to the water’s edge—so
always look twice before
casting if kids are nearby.

The surf can be rough, and
some of the deepest water
on the beach may be just
10 yards from shore. Kids
should either be strong
swimmers, wear lifejackets,
or stay in water no deeper
than their knees. We allow
our kids to explore much
of the beach, but they’re
always reminded to stay
away from the wild horses
and never play in or near
the vehicle ruts. During
the spring and summer,
there are often areas closed
for nesting birds—those
closures should always
be respected by kids and
adults alike.

Bait, Learning, and Fun

Surf fishing offers a wide
variety of bait options,
depending on what you're
targeting. Most days, we
catch fresh sand crabs right
on the beach—which just
happens to be one of the
kids” favorite tasks. Right
after the rod holders are
placed, they grab their
shovels and buckets and
head to the shoreline. Cut

bait is another staple we
use, which might include
blue crabs, bunker, or even
bluefish or kingfish caught
in the surf. Depending on
the kids” age and ability,
preparing bait can be a great
teaching opportunity —
showing them how to
properly cut and rig for
different species. It's also
important to keep bait
and food coolers separate.
Especially  with  kids
around, the last thing you
want is for a great beach
day to end with a ruined
sandwich —or worse, a case
of food poisoning.

Big Rods, Small Anglers

Surf rods are typically too
large and heavy for young
kids to cast on their own
until their early teens. That
said, with a little help or
the right technique, a 5- or
6-year-old can still handle
a 10-foot rod and even reel
in a 30-pound black drum
We've watched Jaxon do
it a few times—usually by
bracing the rod butt in the
sand, pulling back, and
reeling down until one of
us grabbed the leader at
the water’s edge. There’s
just something magical
about pulling a fish from
the sea. Whether it's a
small kingfish or a quirky
pufferfish, the excitement
on their faces is always the
same.

Each trip is a chance to
teach them something
new, and year after year,
as the kids grow, so does
their love and passion for
these beachside fishing
adventures. So if you're
new to the idea—or just
haven’t been in a while—
pack up the rods, light a
tire, spark up the grill, and
wet a line. Assateague is
waiting.

This past week in Delaware
brought some stormy days
with brief periods of sun
and warmer temperatures.
The 80-plus heat of the days
has warmed our nearshore
waters and the back bays.
The wrecks offshore are
producing some keeper
bass, but the number of
keepers to throwbacks
has grown exponentially.
Using jigs is the best way to
target keeper sea bass. The
inlets, back bays, and the
Delaware Bay are starting
to show much more life as
the water nears 70 degrees.
Keeper flounder are being
found both in the DE Bay
and in Indian River. Surf
fishing has slowed with
smaller spot and kingfish
making up most catches,
along  with  occasional
sharks and rays.

Nearshore Wrecks and
Coral Grounds

The nearshore coral ground
near the Old Grounds
have  been  producing

better quantities of keeper
flounder. Many anglers
are finding bigger baits
and larger bucktals are
sparing them the trouble
of weeding through the
many undersized fish.
The Coral Grounds have
also been producing sea
bass however the ratio
is around 20 throwbacks
to every Kkeeper. The
Fenwick shoals are starting
to produce spadefish as
well as a few trigger fish
on the wreck in 30 ft of
water. Brittany Lee fished
the open bottom outside
the shipping channel using
Gulp grubs on a jighead
and was rewarded with a
beautiful 21 inch flounder
as a result. Brittany fished
with Larry Lee and stated
not fog, rain, or lightning
could stop them from their
quest of finding a nice
flounder to bring home for
dinner. Great job Brittany!
Captain  Chuck  Cook
checked into Rick’s Bait
and Tackle with a nice 26

inch 6.6 pound fluke. “Flip
N Fins” had a few good
days fishing the bottom
structure near Fenwick
landing several flounder
up to 6 Ibs. “Wreck Dawg
Sportfishing” returned to
the docks with limits of sea
bass again this past week.
The crew switched over
to jigs and even landed a
flounder limit. This crew
seems to have the fish
dialed in. The “Michael
D” checked into Hook’Em
and Cook’Em tackle after
trolling the Fenwick shoals
for bluefish and drifting
sand fleas for sheepshead.
Jason Murrow of York
PA had the big fish at ten
pounds even. That is a big
sheepshead for this early in
the year. George Rockwell
had a good morning in
the Lewes Canal when he
landed a huge 5.81 pound
flounder. Thats a big fish
for any fishery.

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continue to improve as the
warmer days heat our back
bay waters. Many anglers
are finding flounder of
keeper size ready to bite the
hook. The evening hours
are still producing bluefish
and rockfish along the rock
wall of Indian River inlet
with paddle tails and jigs
being the best baits when
targeting these fish. The
Delaware Bay has slowed
for black drum with many
fish already spawned out
and heading north for their
summer areas. Trout and
croaker have replaced these
fish. The croakers are still
generally small but will
readily bite a small hook
tipped with squid. The
breakwall and ice breakers
at the mouth of the bay
have started to show signs
of life, with sheepshead
starting to be caught. Greg
Allen fished the southside
of the inlet and landed a
nice 16 inch sheepshead
while drifting sand fleas
on an incoming tide. Jon
Blaine also fished the inlet
and had a great night
catching bluefish one after
another. Cut bait and swim
jigs accounted for this great
evening on the water.

Jamy Yochis
was fishing Rehoboth Bay
when he hooked a nice
22.5 inch, 5.21b fluke on
a live minnow. 10 yr. old
Ava Stewart was fishing
with friend Jett and Kara
Joachimowski when she
caught her first fish ever.

Briley Brooks took a sunset
cruise on the Lewes Canal
and ended up catching

keepers at 18 and 24 inches.
Ricky Rothenberger limited
out on flounder with the
largest being 22 inches.

Nick Garcia fished the DE
Bay with his Grandpop and
his buddy Tim. The crew
caught 2 keeper flounder
right off despite the rain.
As the day went on they
landed a few more keepers
and had a wet ride back
home. Nick reports the
water was very dirty and
read 67-69 degrees. A great
start to the season with tons
of throwback added in.
Dylan Barbour ended his
day with a limit of slammer
bluefish .

Surf Fishing

We have reached our
summer time at the beach.
With the warmer water, the
larger fish have ventured
further north, leaving
the beach fishing to the
summer doldrums of spot,
kingfish, and small blues.
A few rockfish and drum
can still be found, but have
become the oddity rather
than the norm. Anglers
are changing over from
the springtime rigs to
the summer pompano/

kingfish rigs with small
strips of squid.

Crabs and Clams

Clams remain strong with
more large soup/chowder
clams being raked up as
opposed to the smaller
ones we saw in past weeks.
Crabbing has improved
with larger male crabs
entering the traps than in
the past weeks. The pots
are still loaded with small
crabs and pregnant females,
leaving us with a ratio of
around 6-7 keepers per pot.
Although this number is
still lower than past years,
the size of the keepers is
larger, with many crabs well
above the 5-inch minimum.

How To:
This week's how-to
involves fishing the

Fenwick Shoals. = Many
anglers overlook this area
and head directly to target
flounder in the summer
months. The Fenwick
Shoals has a vast variety
of fish, which include
Spanish Mackerel as well
as bluefish, sheepshead,
triggerfish, and spade fish.
Local anglers who fish this
area will arrive shortly after
sunrise and begin trolling
small spoons as soon as
light allows. Small #1 or 2
spoons trolled behind the
boat at around 5-7 mph
will produce strikes from
Spanish as a

well as bluefish. If targeting
blues slow down a bit and
if spanish macs are the
target speed up. Keep it
simple trolling 2 to 4 lines
to avoid tangles upon hook
ups. After around 9 am this
fishery will shut down and
a new target, such as spade
tish, should be targeted.

If I want to see everything, I
need to go everywhere. That
has been my mantra for the last
30 years. When the opportunity
arose to go white marlin fishing
in Mohammedia, Morocco, I did
nothesitate.Itonly tooktwocalls
to my equally intrepid friends
—Zak Smith of Route 113 Boat
Sales and Kim Hermanowski
from Boca Raton, Florida—to
join in on this adventure. Also
joining us would be writer/
photographer Dave Lewis from
Wales, United Kingdom, who
would be writing for Marlin
Magazine. We rounded out our
international crew with our
Italian captain, Marco Canu,
and his mates from Senegal and
Morocco, Alouine and Ahmed,
along with the owner of the
41-ft Gamefisherman, French/
Moroccan Laurant Sayhoun.
My initial thought was, when
we raise a white marlin, we're
going to have to call out the
position in four or five different
languages. What could possibly
go wrong?

Zak and I traveled to Casablanca
non-stop via Royal Air Maroc
from Dulles Airport in Virginia.
We were absolutely pampered
on this 7-hour, 13-minute flight.
Upon arriving in Casablanca,
we met Kim and our driver,

the undisputed sign language
champion of the world, Sa’id.
After a quick 40-minute ride,
we approached the town of
Mohammedia. We could see
the calm eastern Atlantic
Ocean and began to smell the
savory, smoky aroma of grilled
sardines being prepared by
street vendors. I asked Sa’id to
stop at a bread vendor, where I
purchased five loaves of fresh-
baked bread for $1.00. We
were staying at the Novotel
Mohammedia, a modern hotel
with a wonderful bar and
restaurant, just a 5-minute drive
to the marina.

we all
gathered at a local restaurant,
dined like kings, and shared

Later that evenin_g,

stories of fishing around the
world. The excitement of world-
class Moroccan white marlin
was rising, but as fishermen
always do when gathering
together, we told stories of
other places we had been. If
there was one thing I learned, it
was that I have so many more
places I still need to visit.

Fishing is done by trolling small
daisy chains and Squidnation
Mini Flippy Floppy things on
the shorts and small to medium
hookless lures with conger
eel tails acquired from the
local fleet. We also deployed
a Squidnation Lumo Green
Fat Daddy dredge on the LP
Dredge setup. This five-teaser
spread is all very close to the
boat. We all knew when that
white marlin showed up! Our
baits were simple: lip-hooked

www.coastalfisherman.net
sardines with the mouths sewn
shut, on 100 1b leader and 20
Ib mainline mono. We had two
Shimano BFC reels and two
large spinning reels. We only
pitched the spinners—hooked
with a live sardine —in the case

of a double or a triple.

Once we raised a white marlin,
the mates would tease theminas
we would deploy our sardines
withrod tips held high and arms
overhead. We were instructed
by Laurant and Marco to keep
all line out of the water —hence
the arms overhead. There really
is nothing more exciting than
seeing the powder-blue pectoral
fins glide into the spread as the
marlin’s dorsal quivers behind
our sardine—and we would
drop the bait into the white’s
mouth. Over the next three
days, we scored numerous
white marlin releases. We all
tuned in our pitching skills
thanks to the excellent tutoring
of Capt. Marco and IGFA world
record holder Laurant Sayhoun.

The highlight of the trip was
Zak Smith’s estimated 110 Ib
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white marlin release. I learned

long ago that when the captain
reaches for the camera, we have
something special going on.

Morocco left such an impression
on us that I could easily make
this a two-part series. Of all
the places I have visited, I
would recommend four or five
days of non-fishing touring.
Our group spent two nights in
Marrakech at the riad hotel El
Fenn. We meandered through
the medina in alleys that were
dark and shoulder width.
About the time we figured we
were lost, we came to a simple
wooden door with a sliding
peephole and a tiny sign that
read ‘El Fenn.” We knocked,
the peephole slid open, we
announced ourselves, and the
door opened to a menagerie of
perfectly decorated atriums,
cafés, soaking pools, and even a
few tortoises that roamed freely
throughout the hotel. Our suite
was a four-story townhouse
straight out of a movie. This
was Moroccan opulence at the
next level.

Later that evening, we
strolled through the medina
and shopped at spice shops,
traditional Berber rug stores,
and endless food stands and
artisan shops. I even purchased
a door that was shipped back
to the US. We also dined
on some oddities that were
actually very tasty. A bucket of

snails to start. We followed that
with roasted goat’s head and
finished off with a $2 mystery
sandwich that was fabulous.
For those with a palate that is

not quite as adventurous—
fear not. Chicken, lamb, steak,
and shrimp are available
everywhere.

After touring snake charmers
in the square, we all got a good
night’s sleep in anticipation of
our morning helicopter ride
over the High Atlas Mountains
for a camel ride and a stay at
the Berber Camp in the Sahara

Desert. The experience was
unique to Morocco and one
that I will remember forever.
Our hosts prepared sublime
meals cooked in the traditional
clay tagine. Later that evening
under the Sahara sky, we were
treated to a traditional folk
music concert before retiring to
our tents.

The next morning, the crew set
up a traditional breakfast atop
a sand dune as we watched the
sun rise over the Sahara Desert.
We even snuck in a four-wheeler
dune tour, while our friend Kim
went sand dune boarding.

A Joyful Father’s Day —with a
Dramatic Twist at Sea

What started as a routine offshore
trip turned into a heart-pounding
rescue for two local fathers just
days before Father’s Day. At 9:07
AM last Thursday, their 57-foot
sportfishing boat began taking
on water and rapidly started to
sink —34 miles off Virginia Beach,
Virginia. In a race against time,
the father-and-son duo sprang
into action, deploying their life
raft and activating their EPIRB.
Thanks to their quick thinking
and emergency preparedness, the
U.S. Coast Guard arrived in under
an hour, plucking them from the
Atlantic and turning a potential
tragedy into a story of survival
and celebration.

“This successful rescue highlights

the importance of preparedness
and the  effectiveness  of
coordinated  efforts  between
multiple agencies and assets,”
said Chief Warrant Officer 3
Daniel Butierries, Sector Virginia
command duty officer. “The
quick response and the mariners’
preparedness significantly
contributed to the rescue.”

The EPIRB proved to be the
essential lifeline in this emergency,
serving as the primary means
of alerting rescue authorities,
transmitting precise location data,
and enabling a rapid response.
While cell phones, Starlink,
and VHF radios offer valuable
communication capabilities, they

arenotdesigned tofunctionreliably
in  life-threatening  maritime
conditions. The EPIRB is purpose-
built for such emergencies—
capable of operating in harsh
marine environments and even
while submerged —making it the
most dependable tool when every
second counts.

Understanding How an
EPIRB Works: A Lifesaving
Device at Sea

In the world of marine safety,
few devices are as critical—or
as trusted—as the EPIRB, or
Emergency  Position-Indicating
Radio Beacon. Whether you are
a weekend boater, long-range
sportfishingcaptain, orcommercial
mariner, understanding how
an EPIRB works can mean the
difference between rescue and
disaster.

What Is an EPIRB?
An EPIRB is a compact,
waterproof emergency beacon

designed to alert search and
rescue services when a vessel
is in distress. When activated,
either manually or automatically,
the beacon transmits a powerful
distress signal containing location
data via satellite to rescue
coordination  centers. = These
devices are regulated globally by
organizationslike the International
Maritime Organization (IMO) and
must meet specific performance
standards.

How Does It Work?

An EPIRB'’s effectiveness lies in its
ability tocommunicate rapidly and
accurately with rescue authorities.
Here’s a step-by-step breakdown
of how an EPIRB operates:

1. Activation

* Manual: Most EPIRBs can be
activated by pressing a button or
lifting a safety cover.

* Automatic: Some units are
hydrostatically released from a
bracket if submerged, usually
at a depth of 3-12 feet. These
automatically float to the surface
and begin transmitting.

2. Signal Transmission

Once activated, the EPIRB
transmits a 406 MHz digital
distress signal. This signal is
picked up by the Cospas-Sarsat
satellite system —a global network
of satellites dedicated to search
and rescue.

3. GPS Positioning

Modern EPIRBs are equipped with
internal GNSS (Global Navigation
Satellite System) receivers (often
GPS, Galileo, or GLONASS).
This allows them to send highly
accurate position data—typically
within 100 meters. Older models
without GPS rely on satellite
triangulation, which is slower and
less precise.

4. Satellite Relay

The distress signal is relayed to
Mission Control Centers (MCCs)
on land. These MCCs determine
the signal’s origin and pass the
information to the appropriate
Rescue  Coordination  Center
(RCC) for action.

5. Rescue Coordination

Once the RCC receives the alert,
search and rescue teams are
mobilized. The beacon’s 15-digit
HEX ID is linked to a registration
database, providing critical vessel
information, including owner
name, vessel type, and emergency
contacts.

SafetyFeaturesand Requirements

* Battery Life: EPIRBs are
required to operate for at least 48

www.coastalfisherman.net
hours once activated.

* Strobe Light: Most include a
high-intensity strobe to aid visual
detection, especially at night.

* Floatation: EPIRBs are designed

to float upright for optimal signal
transmission.

* Registration: Registration with
NOAA (U.S.) or local authorities is
mandatory. It's free — and essential
for effective response.

EPIRB vs. PLB

While similar in function, Personal
Locator Beacons (PLBs) are
generally intended for individuals
(e.g., hikers or crew overboard),
and often require manual
activation. EPIRBs, on the other
hand, are marine-specific, have
longer transmission durations,
and are more robust in saltwater
environments.

AIS EPIRB

An AIS EPIRB is an Emergency
Position-Indicating Radio Beacon
that includes AIS (Automatic
Identification System) technology
in addition to the traditional 406
MHz satellite distress signal.
This dual-transmission capability
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AlS EPIRB

enhances the chances of a faster
and more localized rescue by
alerting nearby vessels directly.

How an AIS EPIRB Works:

When activated, an AIS EPIRB
transmits three types of signals
simultaneously:

1. 406 MHz distress signal

* Sent to the Cospas-Sarsat
satellite network

* Used for global alerting and
coordination with Rescue
Coordination Centers (RCCs)

¢ Includes the beacon’s ID and
location (if GPS-equipped)

2.121.5 MHz homing signal

* Used by nearby aircraft or
rescue boats to home in on the
beacon once in the area

3. AIS (Automatic Identification

System) alert

¢ Broadcast over VHF Channel
70

* Seen by AlS-equipped vessels
within range (typically 5-10
NM)

* Appears on chartplotters as a

Chunks of peeler crab and
sandfleas have been on the
menu. The flounder fishing is
still fairly consistent with pink
and chartreuse teasers tipped
with silversides and minnows,
bringing flounder to the boat
both inside the inlets of the VA
Barrier Islands as well as the
many reefs just off the coast.
